COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course addresses disease processes and the general classification of the causes of disease, as well as the common signs and symptoms of diseases, the body systems affected by disease, the diagnostic measures, and the types of treatments available.

PURPOSE:

The purpose of this course is to familiarize the student with a variety of specific diseases, as well as their causes, manifestations, and treatment. This course will help prepare students for careers in which they will be processing patient information from health records for reimbursement purposes and for helping the physician with patient care. This requires students to have a working knowledge of a variety of diseases as well as many aspects of disease processes.

WRITTEN ASSIGNMENTS

Students are expected to submit three written assignments These assignments should help reinforce the idea that students should base their writings on research and accepted practice. Each has its own purpose.  
ASSIGNMENT #1

Patient Interview

In this assignment, you will need to identify an individual who has a disease described in the textbook and interview that person to see if the individual’s clinical picture matches that described in the textbook. You must get prior approval for your topic before proceeding. Student has to post the name of the disease include page number from text in the forum. This assignment is designed to help the students understand that an individual’s clinical picture may vary from that presented in the textbook. If there is a substantial difference in the clinical picture presented in the textbook compared to that described by the individual, the student is asked to offer an explanation. Student will prepare a report comparing and contrasting how the individual’s experience differs from that described in the book. Students must post their findings in the forum in a discussion format. This will afford other students the ability to ask students any relevant or pertinent questions relating to the disease/disorder. ALL students must participate in the discussion forum by posting to at least two different student’s discussion about their interview in order to receive full credit for this assignment. The written report should list the common signs and symptoms of the disease, the diagnostic procedures, and treatment described in the textbook and compare and contrast them with the individual’s experience. Students must use the form provided. When you post the information, please remember that the information about the person’s identity is confidential and it is very important not to indicate a person’s name or their relationship to you. Only refer to them as “the patient.” The written assignment must be completed and posted no later than February 3, 2013. Forum discussion will end February 9th. 
ASSIGNMENT #2

Rare Disease/Disorder Research Project
Student selects a disease/disorder NOT INCLUDED in the textbook, and writes a six to eight page research paper on that disease entity. The student may use the Internet, other textbooks, periodicals or all of the above. The student must include the sources of their information in a bibliography.
The report must contain at least the following information: The written assignment is due March 17th. 
· Name of disease using appropriate medical terminology, including eponyms or other layman’s terminology by which the disease is known.

· Description of the disease.

· Etiology of the disease.

· Physiologic response to the disease, including signs and symptoms of the disease.,  

· Diagnosis: Describe the common lab tests and diagnostic procedures used by healthcare practitioners to confirm the diagnosis.

· Treatment: Explain the common treatments used to manage or 


cure the disease. Treatments will include life style changes, medications, and 


therapeutic procedures.

ASSIGNMENT #3

Community Organization Awareness

Each student will choose one health related community organization. After approval, via discussion forum, is received from the instructor, the student will be asked to contact the association and obtain pamphlets, brochures or other information. The student shall prepare a two to four page report concerning the organization and post it to the discussion forum. This assignment is designed to familiarize the student with the various types of community resources available that can be contacted for educational information that is available to the public. Assignment must be posted by April 14 and discussion ends April 23.
 The report shall contain at least the following information:

· Name of the organization

· Local address

· Telephone number

· Web address

· Purpose of the organization

· Information obtained relating to disease, treatment, and educational or other programs offered

To receive credit for this assignment the student must post by the due date and ask and answer at least three relevant questions about their organization.
