Course Description and Objectives:  
HIST 102 United States History: The 19th Century
United States History: The 19th Century surveys the political, social, economic, cultural and ideological characteristics of the United States from the early Republic to the Spanish American War. Students are introduced to the techniques and strategies of historians through the use of historical texts, both primary and secondary, as well as the procedures of historical writing. Attention is given to the prevalent values and institutions of America; the explanations for change in such values and institutions; and the interaction of the United States with the cultural groups comprising the national population as well as with specific nations of the world. Fulfills the American/Global Diversity, Interpretive Studies, and Writing Intensive requirements.

History 102 is a course dealing with events of the 19th century in American history.  The Civil War, both its origins and its consequences, is the key event of this period in American history.  Many covered topics such as slavery, freed blacks, abolition, slave narratives, the course of the War itself and Reconstruction are directly linked to the pivotal War itself.  There are other important topics such as the gradual evolution of the political system as it exists today; the American tendency to relate religion and politics; the unfortunate, shameful really, treatment of Indians in all parts of the U.S. but especially the West; the immigration of the Irish and Germans and later Italians, Poles, Jews and other groups and their relation to industrialization and westward expansion; the cowboy sub-culture; and, finally, the emergence of organized feminism for the first time in history. 

History Student Learning Objectives:

HIST 102 United States History: The 19th Century
· Demonstrate understanding of the main events, topics and themes inherent in the cultural, socio-economic, political and ideological patterns of nineteenth century America and to develop some insight in the forces of historical change.

· Define what is historically factual and to distinguish inference from opinion.

· Recognize the range of interpretation in the discipline and to be able to comprehend the varying arguments, voices, inferences, etc., within primary and secondary historical texts.  

· Demonstrate understanding of the concept of historical revisionism.

· Recognize the “clues” in primary texts and materials for a more informed analysis: authorship; the purpose of authorship;  intended audiences; the rhetorical devices employed; the “story line;” possible interpretations of a piece unintended by the author;  connections with other texts;  credibility, consistency and/or accuracy and to realize that varied interpretations of such texts is probable.

· Recognize the ethical commitment of the historian to alter an historical a priori or hypothesis in light of research and evidence.

· Recognize value in history for a greater understanding of the present and its importance for making choices for the future.

· Demonstrate ability and confidence in voicing curiosity, responding to questions of instructors or other students, being able to defend taken positions, and to apply the protocols of intellectual discussion and debate.

· Demonstrate an ability to write coherently and analytically; to think and write like historians. 

· Recognize the ethnic, racial, gender and religious diversity inherent in 19th century America. 

· Demonstrate an ability to cipher historical maps pertinent to History 102. 

Attendance and lateness: Students are expected to visit the online site on a weekly basis and have all work submitted by its due date.  Failure to comply will result in a downgrade.

Finish Chapter 9 and read Chapter 10 in Boyer. Read Chapters 8 and 9 in Hoffman.

Week 5—Reform and the Great Awakening in the Early Nineteenth Century

Continue Chapter 10 in Boyer. Read Chapter 10 in Hoffman. 

Week 6 - Commercial Development and Immigration in the North at Midcentury
Read Chapter 13 in Boyer. Read Chapter 11 in Hoffman. 

Week 7 - Agricultural Development and Slavery in the South at Midcentury
Read Chapter 12 in Boyer and Chapter 12 in Hoffman.

Week 8 - Slave Narratives
Go over Chapter 12 in Boyer and Chapter 12 in Hoffman again for background information.

Week 9 - Careening toward the Civil War
Read Chapter 14 in Boyer. Begin Chapter 13 in Hoffman. 
Week 10 - Careening toward the Civil War
Continue reading Chapter 14 in Boyer and Chapter 13 in Hoffman 

Week 11 – The Civil War
Go over again Chapter 15 in Boyer. Read Chapter 14 in Hoffman.

Week 12 - Reconstruction
Read Chapter 16 in Boyer and Chapter 15 in Hoffman. 

Week 13 - Industrialization, Workers, and the New Immigration
Read the chapter from Major Problems available inside "Materials" in Timeline.

Week 14 - The Western Frontier
Begin preparation for the Final Major Writing Assignment

Week 15 – Final Paper
Final Major Writing Assignment Paper is due.
