Course Description:
English 122 teaches students to write for various forms of mass media including newspapers, magazines, websites, radio and television.  It also instructs students on writing techniques used in public relations and advertising. Students will also learn about the laws, ethics and professional standards associated with writing for mass media. 

Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:
1. Employ the basic newswriting techniques needed to write short articles for newspapers, magazines and news websites.
2. Write copy for broadcast radio, television, public relations and advertising.
3. Describe the laws, ethical principles, and professional standards associated with writing for the media.

Course Methods:
Students will read the chapters in the textbook in order to learn the basics of newswriting for print, online, and broadcast venues. You will also learn how to write copy for advertising and public relations. Students will be quizzed on the assigned readings and participate in online discussions based on information in the textbook and your own experience. You will also turn in several written assignments as well as produce a final project that incorporates multiple forms of mass media.

The Discussions will generate ideas for future assignments and Discussions. Use correct grammar and punctuation in the Discussions so that all your good ideas shine.
